i What design Is optimal?

= CPIl weights—which design has lowest MSE?
= Design B has large effective sample size
= Evidence is that recall surveys have lower bias

= Research & other uses (e.g., poverty
measurement, child support)
= Design B is the only design with true HH
microdata (with panel)
= Supplemental panel is potential vehicle for
future design improvements



i Data output

= Data produced by design B roughly
comparable to current survey, but with
less detall on recall survey

= No processing of base records, such as
receipts

= Minimal imputation (within HH from diary
component)
