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The import and export price indexes for the United States include
imports and exports traded by Puerto Rico and other U.S.
territories. Total exports for Puerto Rico were over $20.3 billion in
2015. The price indexes for the top 2 exports by trade value each
declined during the 1st quarter of 2016. Export prices for
pharmaceuticals and medicine manufacturing—the largest
industry by trade—decreased 2.4 percent between December
2015 and March 2016.

In 2015, the United States exported over $58.3

Puerto Rico was the top exporter for
pharmaceuticals and medicine with $14 billion,

making up 24.0 percent of total trade value.

Indiana and California followed with $7.9 billion
and $6.6 billion, respectively, of pharmaceutical

and medicine exports.
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
